The
annual meeting will be held December 3™
at the Fireside Grill in Middleboro.

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The cruise began in Cuttyhunk on a sunny and windy day, atotal of 24 boats were signed up for “all or part” of the cruise. However only
14 boats arrived in Cuttyhunk for the first cocktail party on Crews Inn, another 7 boats joined the cruise in Rhode Island bringing the Red
Brook Harbor Fleet to 21.  Some modifications to the route plan were made because complications getting moorings in Dering Harbor and
some local conditions.

Thetrip from Cuttyhunk to Newport was a very rocky ride. The winds were from the west at 12 knots, the direction of the navigation. The
wind from the previous day had created large swells, something not found in Buzzards Bay! The majority of the fleet motored the shortest
distance to Newport, afew of the group sailed making several tacks and arriving in late afternoon.

The next port on the cruise was Stonington, Conn., at the east end of Fishersisland Sound. The first part of the voyage required motoring as
the winds were on 5 knots. In the last ten miles, the winds picked up enough to sail to our port.

The NOAA weather forecast for the next several days sounded like a broken record of mostly cloudy, light winds, and fog. A southern cruise
was planned this year to avoid the last two years of fog in Maine. The fog followed the fleet south!

The next harbor on the trip plan was West Harbor on Fisher Island. Fisher Island isa very unique place. Half theisland is a gated commu-
nity (east side). Theisland isnot atypical tourist stop. However the people on the island were charming and very friendly and stop and chat
with us as we walked the beach and the streets. Talking with Mrs. Kate Kibbe, author of several children’s books (My Mother the Mayor,
Maybe and Hocus Pocus) and former actress on The Honeymooners we learned that homes on the west side were former military housing
offered to some of the local renters some 40 years ago at alow price if they would agree to fix them up in 18 months. Kate took the opportu-
nity to purchase and has ever since summered there with family and friends.

On the island we also explored several shops, avery well provi-

sioned market and the Fishers Island Museum. It appeared that
everything but the market closesfrom 11 am. to 2 p.m.! The
guided tour through the recently rebuilt museum was enlightening
and sprinkled with local color by our attentive curator.

The next mornings departure to Coecles Harbor, Shelter 1sland
was delayed by ....yes, fog. The Coecles Harbor is very spacious
and picturesque, however, the entrance to Coeclesis narrow and
only 8 ft deep. One of the substitute harbors for Dering was West
Neck on Shelter Island. The voyage to West Neck was again de-
layed by several hours by what else but FOG! The second cock-
tail party was hosted by two of our past Commodores on Haiku
and First Resort.

The passage to Three mile Harbor was again delayed by fog.
When approaching the entrance to Three Mile we found an exodus
of boats from the harbor that had gathered for fire works the night
before. Of course, the fireworks were obscured by Fog! Just 100k-
ing into the harbor created a sight of wall-to-wall boats of all de-

scriptions.
