The first day was pretty uneventful and Big Bird traveled 157 nautical miles the first 24 hours.

This past summer Paul Ketchum and | volunteered to help

Anna and Louis Sebok take their sailboat “Big Bird” south for the win-
ter. Their final destination was Antigua, with a “stop over” in Bermuda.
The original plan was to leave on the 28" of October. However,

Mother Nature had other plans. A nor’easter came up the coast and

put a damper on the planned departure. After a three day weather
delay we left on Monday the 31% at 10 AM and headed out Falmouth

harbor. We headed west towards Vineyard Sound and Gay Head, and
once past Gay Head we turned south and sailed past Nomans Land
and off to Bermuda. We had only 660 nautical miles to go!

The sunrise on Tuesday was spectacular and with a westerly wind Big Bird made good speed. The Tuesday
night weather forecast however called for a low-pressure area to develop directly ahead. The wind was pre-
dicted to reach speeds of the mid to high thirties and high seas. We had three choices: 1. was to turn about and
go back 120 nautical miles, or 2. go as far east as possible, or 3. go through it. We huddled and discussed their
situation and opted for the latter choice to go through it. At 9 PM the wind had piped up to 25 knots. By 11 PM it
was blowing a steady 30 knots. We put a triple reef in the main, furled the remainder of the genoa and put up
the cutter storm jib. At midnight the wind was howling a steady 40 knots. The wind was overpowering the boat
and putting the shrouds in the water. We had to reduce sail! The jib had to come down! Paul was at the helm.

Louie was going to release the halyard at the mast and | was on the foredeck pulling down the jib. Once it
was down, we secured the sail, then lashed it to the deck and tightened the sheets. All the while the seas
were now 30 feet and crashing over the bow while the wind was still picking up speed. Now the boat was
a lot more manageable. | went back to my watch while the others went below to try to get some sleep.

It was still dark and we were now in the middle of the Gulf Stream, 300 nautical miles from no-
where. At 1 AM the wind increased to 50 knots. | called the skipper, and he and Paul came back up into
the cockpit. The boat remained steady and was still going forward at 6 knots. It remained like that for
about 2 hours. Then the wind started to subside. By daybreak the wind was down to 30 knots. We never
thought we would be happy to see winds of 30 knots!

We crossed the Gulf Stream on Wednesday and turned further south. The wind had shifted to
North and we were able to motor sail with just the genoa because our mainsail was seriously damaged
and torn during the storm. We had a following sea and continued on to St George’s in Bermuda arriving
at midnight on Friday. 15 Nautical miles out we called the Bermuda Harbor Radio for instructions and au-
thorization to enter St George’s Harbor. As we approached the Town Cut it appeared that it was not going
to be an easy entry due to the island’s lights on shore that were easily confusing the entrance’s naviga-
tional lights. The good thing was that the skipper had excellent local knowledge. We entered St Georges
without further incident and dropped our anchor in the quarantine area 110 hours and 17 minutes after we
left Falmouth. We traveled exactly 664 nautical miles. In the morning we checked in with customs. Once
we cleared customs, we lowered our quarantine flag and hoisted the Bermuda flag on the starboard hal-
yard;” we were now free to move about the island.”

Big Bird spent five days in Bermuda provisioning, washing clothes, sightseeing and making re-
pairs. Ocean Sails repaired the torn leach and other rips in the mainsail, Louie and Peter straightened the
dodger frame with help from a local artisan, the binnacle was disassembled to reposition the stop on the
wheel drive, and we ordered a raw water pump for the refrigeration system. On Tuesday, Peter departed
Bermuda and Greg Bowl (known for single-handed sailing the Caribbean) arrived from Boston to join the
crew. By Wednesday afternoon, the repairs had been made and we had the reserve pump and hose con-
nections onboard. Weatherman Herb was talking of a front approaching Bermuda early Saturday and
suggested boats leave Bermuda even though the southwest winds would be on the nose.

Thursday morning Louie obtained our Bermuda manifest, his confiscated flare gun, and checked
them out through immigrations. We departed St. Georges after filling the water tanks at the Dingy Club
and motor/sailed hard into the wind on a southeast course. By mid-afternoon the wind and seas had built
enough to require two reefs in the main. We could see the prefront forming to the west and made ready
for the squalls. As daylight waned, the third reef in the main was needed; unfortunately, this maneuver
ripped the leach just below the Bermuda repair. The main was furled for the duration.

The prefront passed us during the night and the winds clocked around to the northeast. Sailing off
the wind with just the cutter and reefed jenny, Big Bird was able to sail the optimum 180° course with
enough speed to average 6.5 knots. The east winds kept us on port tack all week and at 18 to 30 knots
kept us on schedule. The crew got used to Big Bird’s motion in 15-foot seas, although it was hard to sleep
in the forward V-birth where the vertical motion changed rapidly as the bow dropped off the backside of
breaking waves. The temperature hovered in the 80s day and night. Anna did an excellent job preparing
hot meals in this weather. We caught sleep when and where we could although below deck was hot and
steamy with all the hatches closed to keep the sea water out.

The tropical seas were a beautiful dark blue in the sunlight. A pilot whale swam with us for an hour
one afternoon, and then disappeared in the vastness of the ocean. Thursday night we saw the welcome
lights of Barbuda. An early morning shower and rainbow heralded landfall and soon the green mountains
of Antigua rose out of the sea to the south. We continued south close to the spectacular shoreline and
entered the channel to Jolly Harbor. With lots of advice from Anna, Louie contacted the marina and ar-
ranged to tie up in a slip, which we accomplished almost exactly 7 days after leaving Bermuda.

We spent the morning putting Big Bird back in shape. Louie took the manifest and our passports
to immigrations and paid for our freedom to move about the island. After Anna took the laundry to the
wash lady under Budget Marine (closes at 3 PM), we headed for the long awaited showers at the tennis
club and lunch by the pool. Jolly harbor is a gated community with nice facilities. Greg and | flew to Bos-
ton the next day, while Louie and Anna renewed old acquaintances and made plans for enjoying the win-
ter in the Caribbean !
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You're thinking: “It's only February. | have plenty
of time to get my boat ready for spring”. But do you really
think so? The 1% of May is only a scant 90 days away. | like
to start planning the maintenance for my boat the day | haul
it. This includes picking next season’s 2006 launch date;
shake down cruise and destination and some potential haul
out dates for the end of the season. First of all, planning puts
my mind at ease knowing these events are planned and sched-
uled. Secondly, | can let my crew know the dates far enough
in advance so they can plan as well. Ever get stuck without
the help of a crew? There is aso along list of maintenance
items that | start writing down the day the boat is hauled.
Water pumps need to be re-built, stuffing boxes, cutlass bush-
ing, engine parts, electronics, etc.. etc.. Since | do most of
my own work, | look at the most difficult job first. That al-
lows me time for any problems that might come up during the
job. For example: This year | have to replace my cutlass
bushing. So firgt I'll have to size it, and then find a marine
supplier where | can get a new one. After that | will have to
remove the shaft. First the prop has to come off so | can get
the shaft pushed beyond the rudder. The entire cutlass as-
sembly then needs to be wire brushed and cleaned to find the
set screws that hold the old one in place. Once they are re-
moved you may get lucky and the bushing will come out.
But the way it usually goesisthat you'll end up going in with
a hack saw, and cut it out. Once it is out, you now have to
install the new one and put the shaft back in. Don't forget to
re-pack the stuffing box. This whole process could take a
week or more.

So you see 90 days is not much to get your boat
ready, especially when some major maintenance is involved.
Another interruption to boat maintenance is your regular job,
or home maintenance or bad weather. Now if you want to
just count weekends, you're down to 34 days. Many of those
are pre-empted by family events or other priorities. Now you
are down to perhaps 10 to 15 days! Lastly, | go through my
ships log from the prior year or sometimes 2 years. I'll just
read through them to see if there is anything that | may have
missed that needs attention. Thisis more like a memory jog-
ger for the little things, like a burgee halyard, or a stubborn
latch in the galley for example. It's hard to think about these
things when you have three feet of snow piled up in the drive-
way, and your boat is tucked away in a corner somewhere.
But if you start working on it in April, you may not get the
boat in the water till June or later and miss some beautiful
spring sailing. For me the season is too short to begin with. |
take advantage of every day | can get. You probably have
guessed by now, | live by lists and checklists. It helps me
keep my boat in shape and prevents me from missing a step,
like even something as simple as putting the drain plug in
before launch, or getting the dock lines ready during launch.
2006 is going to be agood year. | can fedl it. Happy sailing
and motoring!
