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During the winter, three couples from RBHY C cruised “Around
the Horn” aboard Regal Princess, an 800 foot power boat. The
Vdances, Sands, and Honeys flew to Buenos Aires, Argentina
where we spent a few days before boarding the ship for this inter-
esting cruise which included a great variety of scenery from the
Pampas to the mountains to the vast expanse of little vegetation to
lush gardens in remote places. While in Buenos Aires we toured
the city, shopped, visited a ranch, took in a tango show, shopped,
ate Argentina beef, and shopped.

The first stop was Montevideo Uruguay, an old city at the mouth
of the River Platte. The city is named after a hill that could be
seen from far out to sea. Thisisthe city where the German pocket
battleship Graf Spee put in for repairs after being heavily damaged
in a battle with three British cruisers. Instead of facing another
battle and possible capture the Captain decided to scuttle her inthe i 4 ,red from Ieft to fight - John and Betsy Honey, Chuck
mouth of the river. The anchor which is on display at the harbour 5 Renate Sands, and Mary and Tony Vallance

and afew other artefacts have been recovered from the wreck.

We headed south along the coast of Argentinato Puerto Madryn. Here we spent the day touring a penguin rookery where an
estimated one million Magel anic Penguins were spending the summer to mate and raise their young. We didn’t count them but
can verify that there were alot of penguins there. Unlike the breeding grounds in “March of the Penguins’ it was very warm
here. Our next stop was Stanley in the Falkland Islands where we toured the town, downed a few pints and observed magnifi-
cent desolation.

From here we headed for Cape Horn and the highlights of the cruise. Cape Horn is the southern most of many islands at the
bottom of South America. Actualy it isabig rock located at 56° South Latitude. The beautiful weather which we enjoyed to
this point continued for the next several days. Many of the early navigators and explorerstried to “round the horn” or find pas-
sages through these islands at the bottom of the world. Captain Cook tried unsuccessfully for 33 days to beat around the horn.
Eventually he decided to sail around the world the other way. Magellan discovered the Straits of Magellan which passes north
and west of Tierra del Fuego before entering the Pacific. The most beautiful of the passages is the Beagle Channel that was
discovered by Captain Fitzroy of the HMS Beagle. Thiswas part of afive-year voyage of the HMS Beagle from 1831-36 that
took Charles Darwin to the Galapagos Islands.

After sailing around Cape Horn we headed back to the Northeast and the entrance to the Beagle Channel. We docked at
Ushuia, Argentina on the Southern coast of Tierra del Fuego and took a bus tour across the southern end of the Andes Moun-
tains to a small lake. After returning to the ship we headed West aong the Beagle Channel to some of the most spectacular
scenery of the cruise consisting of snow capped mountains and glaciers ending at the shore. We entered the Pacific that eve-
ning and took another passage through the idands to the Straits of Magellan and Puenta Arenas, Chile. The next evening we
returned to the Pacific viathe Western part of the Straits of Magellan.

We awoke the next morning as we were entering the Chilean fjords. This area is similar to the west coasts of Norway and
Alaska. We travelled these inland passages al day stopping at the spectacular Amalia Glacer where the ship’s crew lowered
one of the launches to gather ice that had recently calved from the glacier. The next day we entreed another inland waterway
through the Darwin Channel for a visit to Puerto Montt and the lakes district. This area, which was settled by German immi-
grants, consists of several large lakes in the foothills of the Andes. We took a bus to Lake Esmaralda (Emerald Lake) for a
tour of the lake by catamaran, lunch at a small restaurant, and more shopping. Our cruise ended two days later in Val paraiso,
Chile. We spent afew daysin the capital city of Santiago before flying home.
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The definition for galvanic action is: “When iron and steel are subject to conditions of agueous corrosion the inci-
dence and rate at which corrosion takes place will alter if the steel is coupled with other metals or alloys that are also ex-
posed to the electrolyte. Copper, brass, bronze, lead and nickel are more "nobl€" and act as auxiliary cathodes to the steel
and accelerate its anodic dissolution, that is, its corrosion. Magnesium, zinc and zinc-base alloy are nearly always less no-
ble and tend to divert the attack from the steel to themselves. The galvanic relationship of various metalsis an important
factor affecting corrosion.”

| found out the hard way. If you have an auminum fuel tank strapped in with stainless steel straps, you also get a
galvanic action. The more noble stainless straps caused my “not so noble” aluminum tank to corrode to the point that there
was a hole the diameter of a pencil about two inches from the bottom, fuel (diesdl) was seeping into the bilge.

When the tank wasinstalled “correctly” in 1992 everything was right where it was visible. There was a heavy rub-
ber mat underneath the tank; the front straps had a materia between them and the tank. But in the back, where it was not
visible without having to crawl behind the tank, the stainless straps were laid right up against the tank. 14 years later, actu-
ally 13, because | could smell diesel last year but did not know where it came from, a hole about the size of a pencil devel-
oped and seeped fud into the bilge. As| removed thetank, | inspected it and at first could not find the problem. It looked
in perfect condition. But upon closer examination, | noted some black spots. | scratched one of the spots and it suddenly
became a hole. There was my problem.

I’m writing this because | do not want anyone else to run into the same problem. The good part about thisisthat |
found out in time and my boat was not in the water. This could have been avery bad situation in my case, or any boater for
that matter. The bilge pumps pump everything overboard and al you have to do is leave that sheen on the water in the har-
bor or behind you while underway. The bad part isthat | had to order another tank and delay my launch date.

I have cleaned the bilges and the hold area where the tank was located. Now all | haveto dois get rid of the annoying die-
sel smell down below. | have purchased some biodegradable soap and also some bacterial products that will break down
the last oily residue. | have ordered areplacement tank. This one will be poly and should eliminate the problem | just en-
countered.

Galvanic action is not dways a bad thing. Think about the sacrificial zincs we al use on our shafts, out drives, out
board motors and the hulls of our boats. For more information regarding galvanic action, check out this web site: http://

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Of all thejobs in maintaining a sailboat with an inboard engine, decoupling the prop shaft from the motor has to be
one of the toughest, which | found out last year when | had to do just that in order to replace a drip less stuffing box on my
17 year old full keel Island Packet 31 sloop. So last season, when indications were that the cutlass bearing was failing |
was full of trepidations. Once the boat came out of the water last fall for winter storage, it became clear that the cutlass

bearing had indeed failed — the rubber bushing was almost completely gone - and would have to be replaced before the boat
was launched again the following spring. Kingman informed me that to do that they “simply” pull the shaft, which in my
case would involve having to drop the rudder. And the whole job would come to many hundreds of $$. Asin most full keel
boats, the prop shaft exits the keel through a“ shaft log” which houses the cutlass bearing.  The factory service department
suggested that if | removed the shaft log | could then extract the cutlass bearing, and not have to remove the shaft. However,
the shaft log is securely glued and through bolted onto outside of the aft end of the keel and the bolts, in turn, are retained
with lock nuts inside the aft end of the keel, which, for me, were totally impossible to reach. Not wanting to have to drop
the rudder, a not-to-simple job in the first place, in addition to having to decoupl e the shaft from the motor again, | had to
come up with some other solution.

My ideawas to pull the cutlass bearing out of the shaft log and off the prop shaft once the prop and zinc werere-
moved. The shaft on my IP31is1" diameter and the brass sleeve of the cutlass bearingis 1 1/4" ID by 1 1/2" OD and flush
with the end of the shaft log. What was necessary was something, some tool or other, which would fit inside the cutlass
bearing and somehow grab hold of it. Then | should be able to pull out on the tooling and so extract the cutlass bearing with
it. 1 found that a1" ID black iron pipe “nipple” (which isamale to male coupling, one that is threaded on both ends) would
fit nicely over the shaft and almost into the cutlass bearing. In fact, several threads did go in but not enough to securely grab
it. With one end of the 3" long pipe nipple machined down for about 1" to just under 1 1/4" it would easily dlip inside the
cutlass bearing. In order to “lock” the modified pipe nipple to the cutlass bearing, | drilled and tapped two 10-32 holes, 180
degrees apart in the shaft log, about 1/2" from its end, clear through both the cutlass bearing and pipe nipple. (I used a10-32
tap with the pointed end cut off.) | then pulled out the pipe nipple and finished tapping the holes in it so the thread would go
al theway through. Photo 1 shows the modified pipe nipple being put back inside the cutlass bearing. | then locked the
cutl ass bearing to the pipe nipple with 3/16" long, 10-32 hardened socket head setscrews which when screwed in were just
short enough to clear the shaft 1og without locking onto the shaft.

To pull out the pipe nipple and with it the cutlass bearing, | used the arrangement shown in Photo 2. (Note that the
picture was taken after the fact. The pipe nippleis not the one | modified and the cutlass bearing was reinserted for the
photo.) The socket wrench sockets help to position the long, fully threaded bolts. Tightening the nuts push the 1" pipe
flange fitting (which is securely threaded onto the pipe nipple) away from the shaft log, pulling out the pipe nipple and cut-
lass bearing. In my case, | was only able to pull the bearing out about ¥%” before the setscrews pulled out. | also rapped on
the shaft log as | tightened the pulling nuts, which may or may not have helped. Suffice to say the corrosion on the cutlass
bearing really bound it in place hindering its withdrawal .

To pull the cutlass bearing out the rest of theway | used a1 1/4" black iron pipe coupling (12" ID femaleto fe-
male) which fit over the exposed cutlass bearing. | drilled and tapped two 1/4-20 holes, 180 degrees apart, in one end of the
coupling and though the exposed cutlass bearing. | then installed short, 1/4-20 cap head setscrews to lock the coupling to
the cutlass bearing. Photo 3 shows the pulling arrangement. (The extension sockets were only used to take up the extra dis-
tance between the flange and the shaft log. The black iron 1” femaleto 1 ¥4" male adapter was used so | could use the same
1" flange.) It worked!

Except for the plumbing parts and long bolts my only expense was having the 1" pipe nipple turned down (about
$30). The replacement cutlass bearing is a Duramax® brass "rubber sleeve bearing" purchased for about $45 on-line from
www.go2marine.com. The new cutlass bearing was lightly forced into place and secured with two 10-32 stainless steel
socket head setscrews, using the same two threaded holes | had earlier made in the shaft log.

Thelast step was to replace the prop and shaft zinc. The proof that the work | had done was really successful came
at the end of the season, after the boat was hauled for the winter and | saw that the new cutlass bearing was till in place and
doingitsjob. All told the whole thing had cost me well under $100, including the new cutlass bearing, and | till have all
the black iron pipe “tooling” for the next time —which hopefully won’t be for another 15-20 years. &
