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Maine Cruise 2006 Report by Paul Ketchum

Seven boats left Buzzards Bay Saturday morning to
transit the canal—T'Morn got a late start but soon caught up
with the fleet sailing down wind in Cape Cod Bay. Although the
seas were a “little lumpy”, to quote Pete Lebish—we arrived off
the Cuckolds at dawn motoring for Boothbay over flat seas. First
Resort came up the coastal route and joined us. After some crew
changes and a lay day that ended with a cruise party hosted by
First Resort, the fleet made its way East to Tenants Harbor. The
next day we crossed Penobscot Bay and headed for Fox Island
Thorofare, which separates North Haven from Vinahaven.
Carver Cove on the east side of Vinalhaven was an ideal anchor-
age for getting together for Maine mussels cooked to perfection
by Crews Inn and Cape’s Bounty.

From Carver Cove we motored and sailed when wind
permitted over to Stonington and through Deer Island Thorofare
on our way to Mt Desert, seen clearly in the distance. A number
of windjammers were anchored in the coves protected by the
picturesque islands of the Thorofare. We planned to return here
later in the cruise, but delays necessitated a schedule change and
an overnight stop at McGlathery Island was saved for another
year. By mid-afternoon we had crossed Bass Harbor Bar and
were heading down the Great Cranberry Island channel when a
fog bank moved in on the fleet and blocked our view of Cadillac
Mt. We entered Northeast Harbor in the fog, but quickly found
mooringsin this well managed harbor.

The fog kept most of the fleet in Northeast Harbor for
two days. Thisis an ideal place to visit since free shuttle buses
will take one to the mountains in Arcadia National Park, or over
to Bar Harbor and the touristy part of theisland. Fortunately the
fog was restricted to the harbors. Cape’'s Bounty hosted the sec-
ond cruise party. Hikes over Pemetic Mountain and around Jor-
dan Pond were organized and many of us had lunch at Jordan
Pond House noted for their popovers. Odyssey sailed east to
visit friends on the mainland and Bald Eagle ventured forth in
the fog to revisit Little Cranberry Island known for its artist col-
ony and mosquitoes! During awalk in the fog we discovered the
mosquitoes that emanated from a depression era work program
focused on improving the local cranberry bogs. This project
killed most of the cranberries, but improved the mosguito habitat
substantially.

By morning, the fog had lifted and the fleet headed
south for Frenchboro on Long Island. We all had lunch at the
Lunt Harbor lobster shack, which serves various lobster dishes
and sandwiches as well as potato salad and ice cream (Chuck’s
favorites). T'"Morn decided to leave the cruise for a passage back
to home port. After lunch and a walk to the historical museum,
we departed for the brief trip to Burnt Coat Harbor. Kevin, who
owns the old restaurant on the shore, rents moorings and takes
orders for soup and seafood dinners prepared to order by his
wife. A walk to the lighthouse helped the crews stretch a few
muscles. By morning, the northwest wind had blown away the
clouds providing great visibility for our sail along the south side
of Swan Island as we headed for Eggemoggin Reach. The NW
wind was great for the first part of the trip; however, when we
entered the Reach the NW wind was on the nose, so we motored
the remainder of the way to moorings in Bucks Harbor. Here Til

Then hosted a wine tasting party enjoyed by all.

The next morning there were small craft warnings
posted for upper Penobscot Bay. The fleet started out sailing
enthusiastically, but as we reached Cape Rosier, the winds
gusted into the 20s and sail reduction was in order. Bald Eagle
headed across the bay to visit friends in Belfast, while six boats
headed for Castine Harborthe, and Odyssey returned to the fleet.
The strong wind and current in Castine caused difficulties so a
number of the boats anchored across the river in Smith Cove.
Bald Eagle rejoined the fleet heading down the bay making for
Camden. John Honey wisely called the yacht club and secured a
dock mooring on the inside of the harbor away from the swells,
while us Camden novices secured moorings in the outer harbor
where the swells rocked us all night. This was a good place for
an unplanned lay day to repair the alternator on Crews Inn and
stay in port to avoid the fog. Camden is a busy town, since Rt 1
brings coastal Maine traffic right down Main Street. The harbor
hosts a number of wooden coastal schooners and Mt Battie rises
above Camden providing many hiking trails in Camden State
Park. By now the fleet is down to seven as Til Then left Cam-
den for a passage home.

Our next stop was a short sail to Rockport. Here the
attraction enjoyed by all was the Farnsworth Art Museum with
its wonderful collection of works by Maine painters, including
N.C. Wyeth, Andrew Wyeth, James Wyeth, and Fitz Henry
Lane. We departed Rockland under clear skies and a north wind,
which gave the fleet a broad reach out around Owl’s Head light
followed by a run down Mussel Ridge Channel. By early after-
noon the wind had died and we motored into Port Clyde. Al-
though we planned to stop, there were no rental moorings avail-
able because the Port Clyde General Store was under agreement
and their moorings were being inspected. Alternative plans were
proposed and the fleet decided to go through the east gut out of
Port Clyde, then up the St. George River to Maple Juice Cove.
This large bay is surrounded by once active coastal farms and
provides good anchorage for many boats. This is the first Maine
water warm enough for swimming and | took the opportunity to
clean the prop and strut and added a mid-season zinc. Many of
us walked up to the farmhouse where Andrew Wyeth painted
Christina Olson in the hayfield.

Monday morning was clear and calm as we headed west
to Robinhood Marina via Boothbay Harbor and the Southport
Swing Bridge. Michael Sherwood had arranged for us to visit
their newly purchased (old) house north of Bath in Woolwich
Maine. (See article page3) After awonderful visit with Michael
and Kelley, Robin and | left the cruise to head home and prepare
for two weeks with our grandchildren.

And now for the rest of the story, by Len Karnow:

The fog was thick as the group left Robinhood Marine for The
Basin. The fog lifted by mid morning. First Resort left the
group to visit friends. The group was now down to 5 boats. The
Basin was a unique place to visit and anchor. The entrance is a
narrow channel with a 90 degree turn to enter the harbor. The
land all around the harbor protects the waters from all winds.

When in Northeast harbor, we met many of the mem-
bers of the Portland Y acht Club who suggested we use their facil-
ity in Falmouth Forside just north of Portland.

The entire
cruise group enjoyed a supper meal in the air conditioned restau-
rant located in the Boat Y ard while a thunder and lightning storm
passed through the area. This marked the official end of the
cruiseto Maine.

The next morning the group started the passage home.
The initial few miles from Falmouth Forside were without any
wind. Once passing the entrance to Portland, the winds picked
up from the North, allowing us to sail all the way to Y ork Harbor
with a current in our favor. The next morning the fleet proceeded
to Scituate with a thunder storm crossing our path just south of

the Idle of Shoals. The current in the Canal was fair until 12:30
PM or after 6:45 PM. Odyssey and Capes Bounty left Scituate at
sunrise to make the early current, while the remaining boats
waited until noon to depart for the later current.

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2006 NARRAGANSET BAY ONE WEEK CRUISE by Len Karnow

There were 24 boats signed up for the cruise and were
to meet in Cuttyhunk on Saturday, August 19th. Peter Groene-
veld of BELGIAN BOUY was to lead the cruise. Peter |eft for
Cuttyhunk on the Friday before the start of the cruise. With light
winds, the diesel was put into service to go to the destination,
however, the diesel failed near Cuttyhunk and BELGIAN BOUY
subsequently was towed into the Cuttyhunk pond. This seemed
to become the start of several other engine problems. Through
various communications, three captains indicated they were not
able to participate in the cruise, three others indicated they would
not arrive until Sunday and one was remained unaccounted. The
first cocktail party was held on BELGIAN BOUY for a welcome
to the cruise event with 17 boats.
