The end of cruise dinner event which in the
past was for boats participating in the July
cruise only was opened up to all members as
a weekend event. A total of 30 boats partici-
pated. The clam bake attracted some mem-
bers that have not attended any previous club
events plus several new members that joined
since the May cookout.

The Cruise Committee is seeking a
replacement host for the November weekend
event in Boston.

As previously announced on page 8 of the May Naviga-
tor, and discussed at the spring cookout, a short General Meet-
ing will be convened to further address and vote on an increase
in annual club dues for FY 2008 from $35 to $50 ($60 to $75
includes burgee). As stated at the spring cookout, the RBHYC
has not had an increase in dues since 1995, however all our ex-
penses including maintenance of the club mooring, printing and
mailing our publications, (Navigator, Directory) have continued
to increase.

Your attendance at this meeting is particularly impor-
tant since by our bylaws, a quorum (20% of the total mem-
bership) is required to hold a general meeting and vote. We
do not want to delay the vote until the December Annual Meet-
ing since 2008 membership renewals are due prior to the An-
nual Meeting. Your RSVP will be much appreciated and will en-
able us to get an estimate for quorum purposes...THANKS!!!
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There has been a great level of participation at all
our cruises and feedback from the membership on
“cruise satisfaction” has to date been quite posi-
tive. In spite of what seemed like an inordinate
amount of bad luck in the number of boat prob-
lems that occurred we all persevered with the help
and encouragement of our fellow sailors.
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Thisyear’s two week RBH July cruise started in
Cuttyhunk on July 14 with some 14 member boats. A wel-
come party was hosted by George and JoAnn Weinart on
Snowflake. The weather was great and everyone felt the
excitement of sailing to the Rhode Island, Connecticut and
Long Island shores over the next few weeks. Four of the
member boats had just recently joined the club and were
also eager to get underway.

Sunday morning departure came early and we were
off for Jamestown. Twenty Five knot winds and healthy
rollers were the norm and we had our challenges during the
day. Everyone madeit into Jamestown and we shook our
sea legs out ashore and relaxed on the waterfront. Then the
fog rolled in and the Jamestown Bridge siren started and
never shut down until we departed the next day. Many of
us were thinking that maybe we were under attack or some-
thing... earplugs were in demand that night.

Our next port of call was Stonington, CT. with

went on the prowl down the main street shops and found a few to
their liking. | remember their significant others sitting on the sidewalk or visiting local coffee shops wondering if their wallets would be
empty by night fall.

One boat in
particular plowed most of the anchorage that night all by
themselves. Absolutely no sleep for them! The winds the
next morning continued to increaseto 32 KTS and we all
stayed put to ride out the storm. Many books were read that
day and much knitting on Ilene’s Iragi armed forces afghan
project was completed.

Heading for home, we all sailed to Block Island
for afew daysrest. Body surfing was excellent and meals
at the Narragansett Inn were memorable. Most everyone
brought home some beach sand in their bathing suits from
al the fun.

July Cruise Hosts

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The weather was gorgeous on Saturday! We
started with about a dozen boats and ended with seven.
We arrived in Edgartown after a glorious sail and picked
up our mooring ball. We spent the lay day on the Vine-
yard. On Sunday we started the first roll call and it was
aso the start of the nautical trivia contest. On Monday
we set out for Stage Harbor in Chatham. The wind was
on the nose, so it was a motor day. Getting into Chat-
ham, was alittle bit of a challenge, especialy since the
entrance had changed and we had to follow a newly
marked channel. All were vigilant on the approach.
Once inside the harbor, “Sunday” (Jim Emo) helped us
to locate our moorings. They were not placed in any
kind of logical order. Stage Harbor was another lay day
for us and we had a great time going up the river by
dinghy to town, shopping, having lunch and just looking
around.

Wednesday, the forecast called for small craft
advisory starting at 1400 HRS (2PM). Low tide was at
0818 in the morning so we needed to leave at 0900, to
, , i beat the small craft advisory and get out on arising tide.

A glorious sunset during the cruise. Hyannis was only 16 Nmiles avay. We were hoping to
be there before noon. “Sunday” was the first out of the harbor and called us an hour later announcing that: “the seas were building”.
Once we got outside, it was apparent that this was going to be a challenging ride. Most boats made it to Hyannis by 1400. Belgian Buoy
arrived at 1730! Almost 9 hours to travel 16 Nmiles. Underway, somewhere around Y armouth we punctured our dinghy, it flipped over
and filled with water. It then became a drogue sea anchor, slowing us down to 1.5 — 2 Knots. Due to the drogue effect, the autopilot did
not want to stay on course so | had to hand steer most of the way through this “ugly" situation . When we arrived in Hyannis we were
tired and hungry. The meal and hospitality provided by the Hyannis Y acht Club was outstanding to say the least.

From Hy-town, we went to Vineyard Haven. Another motoring day, wind on the nose! We left Hy-town at 0800 and arrived
on the Vineyard at about 1130. We had to wait for our moorings, because checkout was 1200. The motor across was uneventful; there
was no wind! We spent the next two daysin Vineyard Haven. Sunday graciously hosted the second cocktail party. All had agood
time!

We were supposed to leave for Mattapoisett on Saturday, but the wind piped up to 30+ knots. We decided to lay in VH and
explorethe Island. Big Bird arranged for a group bus tour of the Island. Belgian Buoy and Sunday also went Island hopping. We criss-
crossed the Island and met on the bus, at the bus stops and other places. Bob Hurd “Second Love” went to the fair and watched the pig-
let races. On Sunday, we left the Vineyard at 0630 to make it through Woods Hole on time before the current would change south.
Three and a half hours later we were at the dock at Parkers and pulled down the Fleet Captain Burgee. We had an after cruise dinner at
the Courtyard Restaurant in N. Falmouth and relived some of the cruise and other stories. We handed out prizes for the trivia questions.
After that we all went home and got ready for work the next day!

Use worsted weight acrylic yarn only. We
want to avoid causing allergic reactions.

Avoid lacy stitches. They are difficult to
join together and not as durable.

Most wounded personnel are men so
choose your colors accordingly.

Solids, variegated and neutrals (black,
white, beige) are all needed.

Combining colors in one rectangle is not
desirable.
