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Repowering Crews I nnN-By Joe Tamucci

At this time of year most of us have our boats cov-
ered up tight and have either headed south, or are busy
with winter projects at home. Crews Inn is also covered
up but deep within its hull, in the engine compartment,
you'll find Lenny busy replacing his engine and transmis-

sion. After many year of service, Crews Inn's engine
needed a major overhaul. Lenny decided to replace his
Westerbeke, V-drive, transmission, and prop with a brand
new one. The replacement Westerbeke, he ordered was
advertised to have the same footprint as his old engine so
it would be a straightforward matter of “out with the old
andinwiththenew”. So...... Lenny decided to do the job
himself. Therein liesthe story!

| spent a couple weekends just before Christmas at
Zecco's marina on Crews Inn helping Lenny install his
new engine. Prior to my arrival, and before the boat was
covered, Lenny, with Paul Ketchum'’s assistance, had used
a chain lift to dide the old engine out of the engine com-
partment directly under the main cabin hatch. Zecco's
marina used a crane to remove the old engine up through
the hatch. The new engine was then lowered by crane

into the main cabin.

When | first arrived at Crews Inn, she had already
been covered for the winter. | made my way under the
cover and into the main cabin. There was Lenny, dwarfed
by this huge, red, brand new 650 Ib. Westerbeke engine
sitting in the middle of the main cabin in front of the en-
gine compartment. The engine compartment is aft of the
main cabin hatch and the engine bed is sloped up. Re-
moving the old engine had been fairly “straight forward”
since Lenny was working with gravity and the engine
could be dled forward with minimal lifting. To install the
new engine however, required lifting the engine up and aft
“uphill” into the engine compartment. This was going to
be a daunting and risky task, especially for two men that
together weigh less than an NFL lineman! However we're
both engineers, and surely we could devise a method that
would give us the mechanical advantage to accomplish
this task, and by golly we did! Using the chain lift (hung
from a 2" x 4") placed across the main cabin hatch just
forward of the engine compartment, and the “come
aong” (hung from a 2" x 4") from the main stateroom
hatch directly aft of the engine compartment, we formed a
“V” which gave us the necessary lift and pull angles. It
was a tight fit but after 3 hours of work the engine was
safely positioned in the engine compartment on the mount-
ing rails. “Success’ we declared with high fives all
around!! Not quite; upon further inspection we discov-
ered that the engine was not sitting fully on the mounting
rails. Although advertised as a*“one for one” replacement
with the original engine, it turned out that the new en-
gine' sbell housing was 2" bigger than the origina engine.
“Murphy” had struck big time; now what? The options
were to send back the engine or modify the engine bed
railsto allow it to fit. Not really much of a choice at that
point; Lenny chose the latter.

The next two weekends were spent grinding and
sawing a cut out in the engine bed rails to accommodate
the engine. This was done in an iterative fashion and re-
quired lifting and propping up the engine on wood blocks
numerous times to gain accessto the enginerails. Finaly,
after Crews Inn looked like a “fiberglass snow storm” had
hit the cabin (Ilene will be thrilled), the engine fit.

The engine is now installed along with the V-drive
and transmission and Lenny has performed an initia en-
gine alignment. There will be many more hours spent
through the rest of the winter and spring to install all the
parts and pieces on the engine and yes there will be plenty
more “sand bags’ but Lenny is up to the challenge and I'm
sure he will succeed. Come boating season with her new
engine, transmission, and big new three blade prop., Crews
Inn will be hard to keep up with; at least while under
power!

Meantime, next to Crews Inn at Zecco's is Haiku.
Chuck Sands has also removed Haiku's engine for over-
haul or replacement. It must be a Commodore's thing?
Standby for that story.
