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Asidentified in the One Week Cruise Schedule, we will be at Edgartown on Saturday, August 11th, 12th
and all individuals that want a mooring in the inner harbor must make their own reservations with the Edgartown
harbormaster. Club members who have recently tried to reserve moorings have been informed that moorings are
no longer available for that date.

A RBHYC member recently sent us the web site for the MV Gazette <http://www.mvgazette.com/
news/2005/02/25/katama_bay anchorage.php> that posted an article from February 25, 2005 on the anchoring
situation in Katama Bay which to our knowledge hasn’t changed. You can go to that site for the full article but
the bottom line is that anchoring in Katama bay remains prohibited except in foul weather as determined by the
harbormaster.

As posted in the MV Gazette “In an effort to find compromise, town officials agreed to work with the
Coast Guard to establish a more formal anchorage area outside of Edgartown harbor, south and east of the
Chappaquiddick Beach Club and Chappaquiddick Point, where boats already anchor”.

Y ou are advised to keep trying the Edgartown website as identified in the One Week Cruise Schedule, but
expect that you will have to anchor outside of Edgartown harbor in the area identified above. That is unless we
get bad weather and the harbormaster takes mercy on us (a lose, lose situation).
