Hadley Harbor was the last rendezvous destination of this boating
season. Seven boats were able to make it to Hadley; Moondance (host boat),
My Three Ladys, Liberty, Wave Music, Crews Inn, Andante and Stargazer.
Aside from some nasty squalls Saturday morning, the remainder of the week-
end was crisp and clear with an amazing stary sky Saturday evening. The fol-
lowing story was submitted by Janice Bierwert describing Liberty’s transit
from Magansett Harbor to Hadley harbor through one of these squalls.

The weatherman said the rain would be gone by noon so Liberty
headed for Outer Megansett Harbor. Sure enough, when we dropped our
mooring line at 12:15 we could see little patches of blue poking through the
overcast sky. The wind was light so we decided to motor sail with our genny.
We would reach Hadley an hour sooner. The weathermen had been right about
the rain so we decided to take them at their word that later in the day there
would be gusts up to 30 m.p.h. It would be nice to be in Hadley before that.
The blue sky disappeared, it clouded over and the mist came. | got out the foul
weather gear. | put on my jacket and pulled the dog under the dodger with me.
Who wants a wet stinky dog on a 28’ boat? Jim put on his jacket, pants, and
even boots. At the time, | thought that was a little overkill. Little did | know.
| thought the fog rolled in. Jim said it was heavy mist. Either way we soon
lost sight of land. The mist got heavier and the winds picked up. We rounded
up and Jim told me to pull in the sail. It didn’t take long for me to realize |
couldn’t pull it in so | tried to stay on course while Jim pulled the sail in. As
he took over the helm, | glanced at the wind speed. He yelled at me not to look
at it. Too late. | saw 50 then 51. | went below for the life jackets and Jim
steered into the wind. Jim thought the squall lasted around 10 minutes. |
thought it was a lifetime! The top speed he saw was 52. It did abate and we
changed course and headed for Hadley Harbor. We rafted up with Moondance
and My Three Ladys. Wave Music and Crews Inn also were aready in Hadley
Harbor. Andante and Stargazer would arrive later. We learned later from An-
dante that they rode out the squall on their mooring in Outer Megansett. Their
boat was heeling 30 degrees on the mooring. My back was to the instrument
and Jim didn’t have time to check it out so we don’t know how far we heeled.
Jim estimated 40 degrees.

All was uneventful until Moondance attempted to raise the burgee for
the cocktail party. We heard aloud crash. John was on his back and his main
halyard was at the top of his mast. The line on the burgee had broken. John
was fine and managed to get the burgee flying with the help of Paul from My
Three Ladys. Although | have never heard of the lack of a burgee flying stop
a Red Brook Harbor cocktail party from happening.  All seven hardy or
should it be foolhardy boat members and one guest boat arrived on Moon-
dance. We al fit snugly in the cockpit. It was a small, but great party with
good food including Ilene Karnow's clam chowder. After the cocktail party
we all retired to our own vessels and were serenaded by a howling wind al
night. By morning the wind had subsided and it was time to retrieve Moon-
dance's main halyard. John Gardner got out his bosun’s chair and Claire,
climbed in. With Paul Lissell from My Three Ladys manning the safety line,
John and Jim took turns winching Claire to the top of the mast. She retrieved
the halyard, smiled for a Kodak moment and was brought back down.
