121.5 MHz SATELLITE DISTRESS ALERTING ENDS IN 2009 
The Coast Guard is reminding boaters to check their boating equipment, because after Feb. 1, 2009, only dis-
tress alerts from 406 MHz beacons will continue to be detected and processed by search and rescue satellites 
worldwide.  Older model EPIRBs (Emergency Position Indicating Radio Beacons) that transmit a distress 
alert on 121.5 MHz or 243 MHz will no longer be monitored by satellite, and is likely to go completely unde-
tected in an emergency. Mariners disposing of their old EPIRB before Feb. 1, 2009 are urged to first remove 
the battery.
