Being a host will be a defined entity and not 
a mystery of what am I getting myself into to lead a club event, and 
thus encourage more members to sign up for hosting a rendezvous.

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Current RBHYC Policy on the use of Liquor and Wine during Club Events 
 
 
General Statement 
 
We the executive committee, in keeping with the bylaws of the RBHYC shall promote an educational and social 
environment for our membership. 
 
The purpose of this policy is to promote the responsible use of alcohol by all members at club events. 
 
We believe all of our members in the RBHYC are responsible people and care for each other on and off the wa-
ter. 
 
 
Alcohol Policy 
 
The RBHYC executive committee will publish a written policy on the distribution of alcohol at RBHYC events.  
 
The Club will provide alcohol at all Club sponsored events. 
 
This policy will be reviewed from time to time or as requested by any member for changes. 
 
Club Event Responsibilities 
(Cookouts, Extended Cruises, Weekend Rendezvous) 
 
Liquor and Wine will be available on host boats at Weekend Events and Cruises. The host boat will be responsi-
ble to carry out the executive committee policy during each event. A copy of the policy will be made available to 
all hosts. 
 

1. The time of the party to be set by the host boat between 4-5pm. 
2. Duration of the serving of liquor and wine will not exceed 1.5 hours. 
3. Food will be available at all events.  
4. The host will be the bartender or appoint one during the party. 
5. The host will ensure that there is sufficient quantity of alcoholic beverages, mixes, glasses and ice. 
6. All liquor including wine will be dispersed by the host boat/boats and not left for members to refill their 

own drinks. 
7. A list of available alcoholic beverages, mixers, and wine has been adopted over the past several 

years.  
8. The host with the assistance of any present club officer has the responsibility to refuse to serve any-

one who they feel has had an excess.

Included with dinner is a ticket for one alcoholic drink per person attending the meeting and a cash bar is avail-
able at the restaurant.
