2008 Annual Meeting�

 97 members attended the 2008 Annual Meeting on Satur-
day, December 6 at the Fireside Grill in Middleboro. 
 Outgoing Commodore, Len Karnow, presented the Com-
modore’s report, recounting the successful cruises to Maine and 
Massachusetts Bay, as well as the well attended weekend rendevous 
throughout the summer. Past Commodores in attendance, Joe  
Hanley, John Honey, Chuck Sands and Paul Ketchum were recog-
nized and Past Commodore flags were presented to them. New club 
members were also welcomed and introduced. 
 Outgoing Vice Commodore, Dave Hobson, thanked the 
cruise committee, cruise hosts and weekend rendevous hosts for 
their efforts and contributions to the club. He noted that eighteen 
boats participated in the cruise to Maine. 
 Outgoing secretary, Joe Tamucci, presented the secretaries 
report, and Fran Coleman, outgoing treasurer, presented the treasur-
ers report which were accepted by the membership.

A host is needed for 
this cruise .  In December, 2008, I spoke with the Marina Manager at Boston Harbor Shipyard and Marina 
(BHSM). She stated that slip availability during Sail Boston 2009 will be very limited at the Marina.  However, in 
February I will be speaking with the Boston Harbor Shipyard and Marina (BHSM) Manager during the New Eng-
land Boat Show to confirm our flotilla and see if additional space is available for our yacht club.  In the event that I 
cannot secure additional slips, club members wishing to participate are urged to make their own reservations at 
other Boston area marinas as soon as possible.

 The two week cruise will take us south to Narragansett and Long Island Sounds from 8 - 22 August.  This cruise 
will depart from Cuttyhunk, heading down through Rhode Island, Connecticut and New York.  The cruise will finish 
at Cuttyhunk.  The RBHYC two week cruise is published on page 5.   
 
 The very popular Cuttyhunk/Clam Bake rendezvous was added to the 2009 schedule for 22 – 23 August.  This 
will coincide with the return of the 2 week cruise.   I have confirmed the 22nd with Cuttyhunk Shellfish Farms.

 We are still looking for someone to host our fall weekend outing   The location will be decided by the hosts.
