August Two Week Cruise Report

members and was enjoyed by all.  That evening we also hosted a cocktail and appetizer social on the beach.  The following day, we 
headed for Stonington, CT or skipper’s choice to Napatree Point in Westerly RI.  This was another great sailing day.  Everyone enjoyed 
the Napatree   anchorage as did the boaters choosing Dodson Boatyard.
