Micl&®trwood’s dogs have had many a run-in with skusukd,
he offers the following solution for de-stinkingwopup:

* One (1) Quart Hydrogen Peroxide, 1/4 Cup of Baking Soda, and two Tbs. of a strong liquid
soap detergent.

Scrub the animal with a short bristled brush, all the while holding the head up so as not to get
the mixture inside the eyes and ears. Those areas, usually the first to be sprayed, have to be
scrubbed carefully with the mixture flowing down toward the snout, and immediately followed by
a thorough water rinse.
